"Cleaning" Pennies
What household products will clean pennies?
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Make a prediction on your lab sheet for each product.
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Please limit your team to one penny for each product so that there are enough pennies for everyone to test.
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Don't put your hands in your mouth or eat the experiment!!!
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If someone spills, please clean it up right away.  The sink in the copier room is the closest.  Turn the faucet on slowly - it splashes!  You can also wash hands there.  An adult can get clean water from here if needed.
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Use the plastic plates to do the experiments.  Try not to mix the ingredients.
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Either the adult or child should record the results before moving on to the next activity.
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When you are finished please put the pennies in the "cleaned" jar.
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  You didn't really clean the pennies.  You dissolved the copper 
oxide "tarnish" on them.  For more information, read the 
booklet.
