Baking Soda and Water
· We've put 1/2 cup of baking soda in this cup with 1/3 cup of water.  

· Use a spoon to put some of this mixture on your penny.  

· You may use either your finger or a Q-tip to try to clean the penny.  Work at least one minute.
· When you are ready, rinse your penny in the bowl of water.

Vinegar and Salt
· Use the dropper to put some vinegar on your penny.

· Watch what happens.

· Now shake some salt onto your penny and wait at least one minute.

· You may use either your finger or a Q-tip to try to clean the penny.  

· When you are ready, rinse your penny in the bowl of water.

Crest Toothpaste
· Squeeze a small amount of toothpaste both sides of your penny.  (Not too much, it should NOT fall off the penny.)

· You may use either your finger or a Q-tip to try to clean the penny.  (The Q-tip is better.)  Work for at least one minute.

· When you are ready, rinse your penny in the bowl of water.

Ketchup

· Place your penny on the Ketchup plate.  Squeeze a small amount of ketchup onto both sides of your penny.  (Not too much - just enough to cover the penny.)

· Leave this penny alone and try another kitchen ingredient.

· After a few minutes you may use either your finger or a Q-tip to uncover the penny and see what happened.

· When you are ready, rinse your penny in the bowl of water.
